Program Description:

At the California State University of Northridge, the
Department of Civil Engineering and Applied Me-
chanics is offering the Construction Manage- ment
Technology (CMT) program, a bridge between the
state-of-the-art Civil Engineering and the state-of the-
practice Construction.

The CMT program of the Department of Civil Engi-

neering and Applied Mechanics will train professional

construction managers with:

e Adequate engineering/architectural background to
communicate well with engineers and architects.

e Extensive construction expertise to deal with con-
tractors and day to day construction issues.

e Strong communication skills to prevent project
crises and construction claims.

e Professional management skills to monitor and
control performance of construction projects for
efficient and timely completion.

The graduates of our CMT program will have opportu-
nities to join large companies and manage multi-trade
construction programs or they can join small construc-
tion firms and grow rapidly by applying their exten-
sive construction and management knowledge.

Program Goals:

The intense demand for professional construction
managers is not quenched by the current pool of uni-
versity graduates. With a total annual value $880 bil-
lion in 2003, the construction industry is not being
served adequately. Individuals are either under-
qualified with unrelated backgrounds and require ex-
tensive training or they are engineers who seek engi-
neering careers.

With anticipated further increase in demand for quali-
fied resources in the construction industry, the need is
identified to train construction experts. Individuals
with diverse knowledge of engineering, architecture,
construction technology, real estate development,
management, economics, policy, and law are to be fed
to this constantly expanding industry.

CMT graduates have diverse opportunities to work for
contractors, real estate developers, construc- tion
managers and architects.

Admission & Completion Requirements:

Admission requirements include:

e Students must have 60 to 70 units transfer-
able from an accredited college. Examples
are: Chemistry, Geology, Financial Account-
ing, Business Law, Computers, Microeco-
nomics, College Algebra, Trigonometry and
Analytic Geometry, Calculus, Physics.

e A minimum grade of “C” in each of the lower
division math courses.

e Complete General Education Breadth Re-
quirements in written and oral communica-
tions.

e Completion of at least one lower division
transferable course in each of the following
areas: (1) Physics with lab, (2) science elec-
tive with lab, (3) accounting, business law,
or microeconomics. A minimum grade of
“C” must be attained in each course.

e Required Advisement Session.

Upon admission, students are required to complete
the remaining CMT required courses with a grade of
“C-” or better in order to acquire a bachelors degree
in Construction Management Technology.
