Constructing polygons

1. Use the point tool to construct several points.

2. Use the pointer tool to highlight all the created points.

3. Go to the menu Construct and choose Segments
Constructing polygon interiors
1. Follow steps 1and 2 from the previous exercise.

2. Go to the menu Construct and choose Construct polygon interior.

Labeling points
1. Open a new GSP sketch.

2. Under the Edit menu choose Preferences.

3. Under the Text tab click the box For All New Points and then click OK.

4. Using the point tool create several points.

1. Open a new GSP sketch.

2. Using the point tool create several points.

3. Right click one of the points and choose Show Label.

4. Take the pointer over the label until it changes into a hand and then double-click.
5. You may now change the label as desired and then click ok.

Measuring Segments
1. Create a line segment using the line segment tool.

2. Label both the end points.

3. highlight just the segment and then choose Length from the Measure menu. 

Measuring Angles
1. Create three non-collinear points.

2. Create segments between two pairs of the points creating an angle.

3. Highlight the whole structure and then choose Show Labels from the Display menu. (note: segment labels also appear)
4. Highlighting just the three labeled points choose Angle from the Measure menu.
