PUMP Research Experience for Undergraduate Students

Directions for Advisers

The program is intended to support and encourage undergraduate students to have a meaningful research experience at an appropriate level. It is open to all undergraduate Mathematics Majors. A meaningful research experience should engage the student in learning mathematics at or above his/her current level through independent investigation. The student should keep detailed records of their studies and compile results in a paper at the end of this experience. 

The proposed timeline is that students work on the project in the fall semester and winter break.  Projects will be presented in the PUMP-REU seminar in the spring semester.  

Students should be encouraged by the adviser to participate in the annual Student Research Symposia at CSUN, with posters or 15-minute lectures. Advisers may give up to 3 units of credit for Math 499 for the project.

Funding of a request depends on the availability of funds and the merit of the request. The PUMP management team will judge the merit based on the following criteria:

· Is the project appropriate for the class level of the student? A project may be appropriate for a sophomore, but not for a graduating senior. An ideal project will challenge the student at or slightly above class level.

· Does the student learn new material, which has not been covered in his/her previous classes?
