Policy for Fee Sharing with Departments

Background

The University Licensing program has evolved over the years, sometimes without clearly defined policies and procedures. Consequently, customs have developed in the absence of defined procedures. 

One such custom is that of fee sharing with a department whose facilities are licensed to outside organizations. The theory has been that the department should receive a portion of the licensing fees to support their programs and to compensate them for any inconvenience. Direct costs related to the use of the facility (Public Safety, PPM, Parking, etc.) were charged to the licensee and those funds were remitted to the department providing the service.

Rebates to departments have been (for the most part) as follows and are based on the Facility Use Fees only. Administrative fees are shared with departments. Facility Use fees for athletic and kinesiology facilities have been forwarded to the Sports & Exercise Council.

All funds, after direct costs, not distributed to departments were used to support the University Licensing program and, if there were a surplus, it benefited the university.

Proposal

Recognizing the need to have the cooperation of campus departments for a licensing program to work effectively, The University Corporation proposes establishing a fee sharing policy.  

TUC proposes a policy whereby departments will receive 25% of all facilities use fees received when their facilities are licensed to off-campus groups. If the Athletic Department or the Department of Kinesiology wishes to have their share of fees forwarded to the Sports & Exercise Council, the Director or Chair must provide written instructions to the Manager of University Licensing.

Funds remaining after all direct costs, administrative fees and payments to departments, will be transferred to the University under the terms of the contract between The University Corporation and the University. 
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
