Pricing Policy for Use of University Facilities

Background

The President’s Cabinet has adopted a pricing schedule for the licensing of university facilities to outside organizations. As The University Corporation (TUC) has gained experience in pricing and managing the University’ licensing program, it has become apparent that the current structure could be improved.  The cost structure was simplified to make quoting prices easier and more understandable for the licensee.

Current Environment

University Licensing, under TUC management, in consultation with interested campus departments, has expanded the existing price schedule until such time as a new pricing policy can be adopted. 

Proposed Pricing Plan

California State University, Northridge (the University) possesses unique facilities that allow for a wide variety of uses.  Facilities include television and radio studios, ballet and karate studios, theatres of various sizes, classrooms, lecture halls, pools, fountains, library facilities, laboratories, landscaped open areas, significant parking when classes are not in session, athletic facilities, dormitories, art galleries, etc. Pricing for each facility will be reviewed periodically with the department controlling the facility and surveys will be conducted of similar institutions to ensure that pricing remains current.

A pricing proposal is attached. Its structure is different from the current policy. There are some key changes to the costing method.  

Administrative fees:

The current pricing schedule includes redundant administrative and licensing fees, which often equate to disproportionate administrative fees for facilities being used. This has been replaced with an administrative fee of seven percent (7%) of the total cost, with a minimum of $50. The total cost includes facilities use fees and all direct costs (i.e., PPM, Public Safety, Liaisons).  

Discount for summer filming:

Any filming done in the off-season is discounted 20% to encourage off-season use of the campus.  Off-season periods are those periods outside the academic year.
