They will actually be full time State Employees with benefits. After the year, many Juniors 
 go on to take the Assistant position and continue their careers with Cal/OSHA.
 This program only occurs when we receive funding for it. It is an awesome
 program which involves priceless classroom and hands on experience.

 I just talked to Dan Shipley, Regional Manager for region 4. He is in charge
 of this program when it occurs. I have just learned that the program will be
 starting up in the near future. The California's Personnel web site:
 www.spb.dir.ca.gov is expected to announce the open positions in the 3rd
 week of April. The students would submit their applications at that time.
 The position titles are: "Junior Safety Engineer" and "Junior Industrial
 Hygienist". The exam will be given in July.
