Position Description:  The EH&S Office is responsible for developing, implementing and administering environmental compliance and occupational safety programs for the university.  The EH&S Student Assistant will primarily assist professional EH&S staff in conducting on-campus fume hood surveys.  Duties will include checking and recording flow rates of chemical fume hoods on campus to ensure that they meet recommended requirements.  In addition, evaluate chemicals being used in fume hoods to assess hazards.
If time permits, the Student Assistant may assist in the following:
· Conduct physical inventory of chemicals in the College of Science and Math.  Includes handling chemical containers to facilitate the collection of information, assessing the hazards associated with the chemicals and use of personal protective equipment (PPE).  
· Identify and evaluate on-campus emergency eyewash and shower locations.

· Assist with on-campus investigations such as Indoor Air Quality concerns, Ergonomic Evaluations and Exposure Sampling.

Qualifications:  Prefer a student in the Environmental and Occupational Health program.  A background in Chemistry a plus, sufficient to interpret common and technical chemical names.  Basic computer skills, including the ability to work with MS Office (Word, Excel) and MS Access database.  Ability to work with minimal direct supervision and complete tasks according to the project schedule.  Represent the EH&S Department in a mature professional manner.
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
