The California Fuel Cell Partnership (CaFCP) is seeking a safety program specialist to be responsible for the CaFCP hydrogen fuel cell vehicle first responder training program, headquarters facility safety, and other safety programs. 

The California Fuel Cell Partnership is a voluntary, industry-government collaboration to advance a new vehicle and fueling technology that could move the world toward practical, affordable, and environmental transportation solutions. CaFCP members are demonstrating fuel cell-powered hydrogen vehicles under real world driving conditions; implementing hydrogen stations and demonstrating the viability of an hydrogen fuel infrastructure technology; facilitating the path to commercialization; and increasing public awareness of fuel cell electric vehicles. 

Responsibilities: The safety program specialist is responsible for the CaFCP first-responder training program to familiarize emergency response personnel in California with hydrogen, fueling stations and fuel cell vehicles. The safety program specialist prepares training materials, develops learning tools, and conducts emergency responder training workshops. Additionally, they work with CaFCP member organizations and the first responder community to recommend and implement program changes, enhancements, and materials updates in response to stakeholder demands. This also includes maintaining working relationships with related state and national programs in order to move towards training institutionalization and consistency. The safety program specialist also acts as the CaFCP headquarters facility Safety Officer with regard to hydrogen and fuel cell vehicle operations, including monitoring compliance with the CaFCP safety plan, and maintaining safety materials.. Other safety-related tasks are also covered as required. 

Qualifications: The successful applicant will have a Bachelor’s degree in engineering, science or environmental studies and at least 2 years practical work experience in a professional environment. They will also demonstrate practical experience and knowledge of safety and/or emergency response planning and communications. Individuals with experience and interest in professional safety careers as well as nationally-recognized safety organization membership or certification holders will be strongly preferred. 

Required Skills: Strong communications and teamwork abilities; analytical and problem solving skills; ability to write well for both technical and general public audiences; understanding of emergency response and safety principles and practices; understanding of safety planning, communications, and procedures; strong presentation skills and public speaking experience; general understanding of fuel cell vehicles and hydrogen; ability to analyze situations accurately and take effective action.
