DESCRIPTION:  

Seeking an environmental health and safety specialist to be the Industrial Hygienist for the UCLA Labor Occupational Safety and Health (LOSH) Program with primary assignment to the Hazardous Waste/HazMat Training Project funded by the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences (NIEHS).  This person will provide technical assistance to LOSH staff and members of the Hazardous Waste/HazMat Training Consortium in all aspects of program development, including conducting needs assessments, reviewing and updating curricula, developing new training activities, teaching, and evaluating courses. S/he will work with the LOSH Librarian to develop relevant fact sheets as identified through needs assessments and technical assistance requests. S/he will be responsible for maintaining and updating industrial hygiene monitoring equipment and for teaching industrial hygiene principles, hazard identification and control in the LOSH training program.  S/he will work with employers, unions, community-based organizations, consultants, professional organizations and government agencies to identify training needs of a changing workforce in the Western Region and to adapt the training program accordingly. The Industrial Hygienist will also participate in meetings of the regional Training Consortium and the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences (NIEHS).
