Minimum qualifications: Two years of recent paid work experience inspecting and investigating commercial and industrial process facilities, and a Bachelor’s degree in Chemistry, Engineering, Physical or Biological Science, or related field.  An Environmental Compliance Inspector Certification, Grade 1, or higher, issued by CWEA, is highly desirable.  Possession of a valid California driver’s license, class C, is required.
