4. Log on to computer using your CSUN username and password. Log off computer when
finished.

Computer Projection - Laptop Computer

1. Turn on Projector using control panel on black box by pressing Display ON button.

2. Press Laptop button on control panel.

3. Connect laptop computer to VGA input on control panel.

4. If laptop display does not appear on projection screen, please refer to the Laptop
Troubleshooting Guide for instructions.

To play back audio files:

1. Connect computer to PC audio input on control panel. Connect cable to headphone jack
on laptop.

2. Press Laptop button on control panel.

3. Adjust volume on control panel.

DVD/VHS Playback

1. Turn on Projector using control panel on black box by pressing Display ON button.
2. Press DVD/VCR button on control panel.

3. Turn on DVD/VHS player, load disc or tape and play.

4. Adjust volume on control panel.

CD Playback

1. Press DVD/VCR button on control panel on black box.
2. Turn on DVD/VHS player, load CD and play.

3. Adjust volume on control panel.

Turn on Projector using control panel on black box by pressing Display ON button.
Press DVD/VCR button on control panel.

Turn on DVD/VHS player and tune to assigned channel.

Use telephone and remote control instructions to control playback.

Adjust volume on control panel.
