Freshman Year:
Å Meet with your high school counselor and ask about the different California 

College Systems. You can attend a California Community College, California 

State College, or University of California.

Å Take a look at your options and if you decide you want to go to a 4 year 

university then inform your counselor that you must enroll in college prep 

courses.  

Å As you begin your classes stay focused and maintain Aôs and Bôs in your 

subjects.

Å Start your personal college portfolio. In this file you want to keep any 

awards, certificates, community involvement documentation, and college 

information you may have.

Sophmore Year:
Å Meet with your high school counselor and make sure that all your 9th grade 

and 10th grade classes are in line with the university you want to attend.

Å Continue to get those Aôs and Bôs.

Å Continue to add your achievements to your college portfolio.

Å If you are interested in taking classes at a local community college near your 

home feel free to get a head start.

Å Begin researching colleges online and communicate with your parents about 

where you think you can see yourself in the next 4 years.

Junior Year:
Å By now your high school counselor is going to know how serious you are in 

planning your life after high school. Meet with him/her again and make sure 

that you are still on the college prep track. 

Å Keep getting those Aôs and Bôs in class.

Å By now you should also have a better idea of what college you are interested 

in attending and a possible major. Now would be a good time to schedule a 

campus visit to those colleges. If you will be requesting communication 

access services make sure that the colleges you are interested in have the 

services you need.

Å This is also the time for registering to take the SAT and or ACT and if you are 

taking AP classes register to take those exams as well.

Å Also take advantage of attending any college fair that your school hosts with 

your parents.

Å Meet with your Vocational Rehabilitation Counselor and start discussing 

your IEP (Individualized Employment Plan).

Senior Year:
Å This is it. You can now schedule your final meetings with your high school 

counselor to make sure that you are ready for your transition to college. 

Å If you are still unsure of the colleges you will be applying to, attend a few 

more college fairs and research the colleges online.

Å Register for the SAT and or ACT in early September. 

Å Continue to meet with your VR counselor.

Å Contact  the colleges you have selected and get all the information you need 

to know about applying. Make a checklist like this:
Ç Application period, deadlines and fees

Ç What communication access services are available and if there is a supplemental application for 

requesting services

Ç Financial Aid Deadlines

Ç Housing application and fees

Ç What if you want to transfer from one college to another? What are the limitations?

Parentsbecome advisors and 
are not directly involved. 

FERPA 

Teachers Teachers remind students 
when homework is due and 
will report to parents when 
students are struggling in their 
classes.

Professors in college expect 
students to read their syllabus
and hold them accountable for 
project deadlines. Parents are 
never contacted.

College Expectations

Requesting your communication 
access services and reporting to 
the appropriate office/personnel 
when services are not satisfactory.

Meeting with professors during 
their office hours when you have 

questions for class.

Taking advantage of  resources 
offered  on campus such as 

tutoring for academic success.

Selecting your classes and making 
your own schedule.
