3.  Submit a complete CSU Application for Admission while the campus is still accepting applications for
the term listed above. The easiest way to apply is on the web at www.csumentor.edu.

4.  Submit official transcripts from all colleges attended for verification of eligibility requirements.
5.  Apply for admission to a major which is not impacted and is still accepting new students for the term

indicated.
*Critical Thinking is waived for declared Engineering and Computer Science majors.

Please note that the maximum number of units that may be transferred from community colleges to the
CSU is 70. It is strongly recommended that you complete the lower division preparation for the major.
However, it is not a requirement for admission. For more information on lower division major course-
work, visit www.assist.org.
