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Beloit Athletics Director Kim Chandler has taken the same post 
at Macalester, effective July 14. She was the Beloit AD for four 
years. Before that, Chandler coached women’s basketball for three 
years at Saginaw Valley State, where she also served as assistant 
athletics director of business affairs. Chandler was a basketball 
standout at Ohio Northern in the mid-1980s and graduated with 
distinction as the school’s No. 4 all-time career point scorer. Ohio 
Northern went 23-4 her senior year and finished ranked No. 5 in 
Division III. After assistant basketball coaching stints at Bowling 
Green and Florida Southern, she began her head coaching career at Cal State Northridge in 
1991.

Athletics director – Hillsdale’s Mike Kovalchik retired after 12 years at the helm and many 
years of NCAA committee service, including the Division II Championships Committee, the 
Division II Project Team to Review Issues Related to Diversity, the Division II Management 
Council, the Division II Legislation Committee and the Baseball Rules Committee. Associate AD 
Claudette Charney is serving as interim athletics director.

Baseball – College of Charleston picked Monte Lee. Lee replaces John Pawlowski, who was 
named head coach at Auburn last month … The College of New Jersey elevated Dean Glus from 
interim status to head coach. He was an assistant with the program for 16 years before being 
appointed as interim coach in 2007. 

Cross country/track – Angela Goodman has been named men’s and women’s head cross 
country and track and field coach at Olivet. She was the director of women’s cross country and 
track and field at Michigan State from 1998-2006 … Travis Geopfert was appointed to direct 
the men’s and women’s cross country and track programs at Northern Iowa.

Deaths 

Former Indiana and Northwestern football coach John Pont died July 1 at the age of 80 at his 
home in Oxford, Ohio.

Pont then 
left for Northwestern in 1973 and stayed on as head coach until 1977. During that time, he was
