General Education Recertification Process
Shannon Morgan, Chair of EPC
The GE Recertification Guidelines and the tables necessary to show how courses are aligned to objectives were distributed to the Executive Committee for comments and feedback.  Morgan explained the recertification process. First the GE recertification portfolios will be collected from departments offering courses to be recertified. Then a subcommittee of EPC (i.e., the GE Recertification Committee) will review the portfolios and make recommendations to EPC.

The charge to the General Education Recertification Committee was distributed.  This subcommittee of EPC will be comprised of two representatives from EPC, a representative from each of the academic colleges, a representative from the library, and a representative from Associated Students.  The initial term of the members appointed in spring 2007 will be three semesters (i.e., terms expire June 2008).
