Proposed Furlough Plan for Staff (2009-10)
President Jolene Koester

President Koester presented and consulted with the Senate Executive Committee on the proposed furlough plan for 2009-10 (July 1 – June 30, 2010).  The proposal includes 14 university-designated furlough days and 10 days that will be flexible dates determined by the operational level and within a set of parameters.  Each campus must submit a Human Resource plan to the Chancellor as soon as possible which must include the furlough plan.  Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s) will be posted on the Human Resources website as soon as the Furlough Plan is officially approved.  At this time, several unions including CFA have not completed their election on whether they support furloughs so the Senate Executive Committee has declined to take a position.

Currently, the academic calendar states that spring grades are due on May 21, 2010.   This date is now being proposed as a furlough day.   MSP that the due date for grades be changed to Monday, May 24, 2010 and that this day be added as an academic work day.
