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Housing

Housing information released by the California Department
of Finance shows the number of persons per household
in the cities of the Valley, and the trend in that number
for the Valley, Los Angeles County, and California. The
Department of Finance has delayed its usual release of
detailed housing statistics for California communities to
await the upcoming release of Census 2000 housing
information because the census counts allow them to
benchmark their estimates.
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Births

San Fernando Valley mothers gave birth to 20.3 percent of babies born to mothers in Los Angeles County in 1999,
according to data provided by the L. A. County Department of Health Services' Data Collection & Analysis Unit. The
County database categorizes births by the mother's residential ZIP code, her race and age, the trimester prenatal care
began, and the baby's birthweight. ZIP code-level data are summarized in the table below.

The 31,738 births to Valley mothers in 1999 represented an increase of 19.8 percent over 1998 births, while births
in the County fell slightly to 156,154, a drop of 1.5 percent. Over half of all Valley births, 53.5 percent, were to
Hispanic mothers, but the increase in Hispanic births was only 12.1 percent, considerably below the average increase
for all races of 19.8 percent. Nearly a third of Valley births, 33.0 percent, were to white mothers, and the number
of white births increased by 2,648, or 33.7 percent, relative to 1998 white births. The increase in births to Black
mothers was almost as great at 29.6 percent, and this was the third largest group.

The table also tallies births in which the mother's age was 17 or under, and 40 or over. The proportion of births to
mothers aged 17 and under is about three-quarters of that for the County, while the percentage of Valley mothers
40 and over giving birth is greater than that of the County. Low birthweight is also more prevalent in the County
than in the Valley, and either late or no prenatal care is more pervasive among County residents than among Valley
residents.

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Crime

The crime rates in the Valley, after declining for most of
the decade, appear to have leveled out. This pattern is
the same for all three Valley police departmentsbsteady
decreases in the crimes per 1000 residents until roughly
1998 and then level crime rates in 1999 and 2000. In
the earlier part of the decade, aggravated assaults and
burglaries fell faster in LAPD territory than they did in
Burbank and Glendale, but the rates of those crimes
started higher in LAPD areas than in Glendale or Burbank.
Larceny-theft rates followed the same pattern of falling
until 1998 and then leveling in LAPD territory and in
Burbank, but have continued to fall in Glendale right
through 2000. Murder rates in the three jurisdictions
are more volatile than the other crime rates, particularly

in Glendale, where the murder rate tend to be lower but
more variable than in the other areas. Burbank's murder
rate is lower than that in the LAPD area and went to zero
in 1997, bounced back up in 1998, but has declined since
then. Murder rates in LAPD territory generally have
declined over the decade but ticked up slightly in 2000.

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LAPD Valley Bureau Divisions
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The large portion of the Valley that is covered by the LAPD can be further broken down into five divisions: North
Hollywood, Foothill, Van Nuys, Devonshire, and West Valley. The numbers of burglaries, aggravated assaults, larcenies,
and auto thefts reported for each of these divisions have followed the same pattern as the overall crime rates-falling

through most of the decade and leveling out in the last few years.

Hate crimes, gang-related crime, narcotics arrests, and other crime statistics also are tracked by LAPD division. Hate
crimes peaked for all of the divisions in 1995 or 1996, decreased, then peaked again in 1999, but fell significantly

in 2000. Gang-related crimes fell for a period of time after a peak in 1995, but rose again in 1999 before declining

in 2000. Narcotics arrests rose to a peak period in 1997-98, but have fallen steadily in 1999 and 2000.
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These crime statistics were obtained from the Los Angeles
Police Department (LAPD) for the Los Angeles portion of
the Valley, and from the Federal Bureau of Investigation's
Uniform Crime Reports for Burbank and Glendale. The
LAPD crime statistics reported here are for the Valley
Bureau, which consists of the five reported divisions.

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Migration

U-Haul International has provided statistics on the number
of moving vans rented in and returned to Van Nuys, Los
Angeles County, and California. These statistics contain
some migration information for that segment of the
population who rent U-Haul vans to make their moves.
In the second quarter of 2001, the ratio of U-Haul rentals
entering Van Nuys to the number leaving was .92, meaning
that 8.5 percent more of these families moved out of the
Van Nuys rental area than moved in during this period.
In the Los Angeles County, two percent more moved in
than out, and for California just .8 percent more people
moved out than in. Over the four years of data, the Van
Nuys U-Haul rental population has consistently shown a
greater percentage of move-outs than move-ins relative
to Los Angeles County and California.

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Public Assistance

Applications for public assistance are generally a useful indicator of economic conditions, with the population receiving

aid falling during periods of rapid growth and rising when the economy slows significantly. Indeed, strong economic
growth (plus changes in public assistance programs) led to declines in the population receiving aid both nationwide
and locally during the late 1990s. Reported here are time series measures of persons aided under four programs-
CalWORKS Family Group, CalWORKS Unemployed parent (which cover those previously covered by Aid to Families
with Dependent Children, AFDC), General Relief, and Food Stamps. Monthly statistics provided by the Los Angeles
County Department of Public Social Services show both the total population of persons receiving aid and the new
persons registering for these programs.

The usual insights provided by variations in public assistance population data have been somewhat clouded by recent
changes in State aid programs and a changeover in the County's data tracking system. These programmatic and
system changes may have caused variations in the monthly statistics which are difficult to distinguish from changes
induced by economic conditions.

Two accompanying graphs show the total and relative population served by the four aid programs from 1993 through
2000. The unduplicated count of the Valley persons aided by CalWORKS/AFDC, General Relief, and Food Stamps show
a decrease in the population served by these four programs since 1997, but with some minor volatility in late 2000.

The Valley Share graph for these four programs also shows a decreasing aid population in the Valley relative to the
County population since 1997, but with substantial volatility in late 2000. The Valley's monthly average for all of
2000 was 12.6 percent, and 12.4 percent for the last half of 2000, suggesting that the Valley's share of the County's

aid population is stable to falling. That trend is more apparent in a similar graph that omits the Food Stamp program,
which accounted for much of the population variation in late 2000. This graph shows that the Valley's share of the
County's three-program aid populations has generally been decreasing since 1998.

Graphs depicting the new registrations in the AFDC/CalWORKS-FG, AFDC/CalWORKS-U, and General Relief programs
appear on this page. The new Valley registrations data is more volatile than the total population data, as one might
expect. The trend in all of these series is clearly downward, reflecting the strengthening Valley economy during this
period. The charts tracking the Valley's shares of new registrations in these programs show considerable volatility,

but both the AFDC/CalWORKS FG and the General Relief programs' new registrations in the Valley seem to have ended
the period at lower percentages of County registrations than they represented at the beginning. However, the Valley
seemed to account for a larger proportion of AFDC/CalWORKS-U registrations at the end of the period than at the
beginning, even though the Valley held fairly steady at between 20 and 25 percent of the County registrations through
most of the period. The mixed performance of the Valley relative to the County in these share graphs suggests that

the County economy was improving roughly in tandem with the Valley's, to the extent that these public aid data reflect

econom

ic conditions.
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Schools

The San Fernando Valley contains four public school districts-Burbank Unified, Glendale Unified, Las Virgenes Unified,
and part of Los Angeles Unified. The enrollments in the three complete districts and for the part of LAUSD in the
Valley are provided in the accompanying graph. Clearly, the Los Angeles District enrolls most of the Valley's public
school students, with 78 percent of those students. Over the last seven years, public school enrollments in the Valley

have risen by 13.5 percent, with LAUSD growing 14.0 percent, Burbank growing 24.1 percent, Glendale 5.5 percent,
and Las Virgenes 13.4 percent.

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Enrollments by grades for these school districts appear in
the table for the last two school years, 1999-2000 and
2000-2001, along with the percentage growth by grade.
Interestingly, the grade-level enroliments for LAUSD show
declining enrollments in the higher grade levels but generally
positive growth in the lower grade levels (except for third
grade). The other school districts generally show modest
increases or decreases which are more or less consistent
with their overall growth rates.

Details on student ethnicity is available for the part of the
Los Angeles District located in the Valley. The distribution
of student ethnicity is reported by school cluster, in which
all of the schools are grouped into clusters named for the

high school(s) their student attend. The table reports the
total number for each ethnic group in these clusters as
well as the total for this part of LAUSD. The table also
shows the growth of each ethnic group since the 1993-94
school year. Hispanics are the largest ethnic group in this
part of LAUSD accounting for almost 66 percent of the
students, and whites are next with almost 20 percent.
Students of Filipino heritage have increased the most over
the 7-year period with a 35.5 percent growth in enroliment,
and enrollments of Hispanics and Native Americans have
increased about 25 percent over the period.(Some differences
between the ethnicity and other enroliment statistics result
from less than 100 percent disclosure of ethnicity.)

Air Quality

Data from the South Coast Air Quality Management District
show a significant improvement in most air quality
measures for the San Fernando Valley.

Seven major pollutants have been monitored at two
locations in the East and West San Fernando Valley during
various intervals since 1976. The pollutants that have
been continuously monitored include ozone, carbon
monoxide, nitrogen dioxide, and sulfur dioxide. Lead and
sulfate concentrations were measured until 1995, while
suspended particulates monitoring began in 1985 and
continues today. Air pollutants are associated with a wide
variety of health problems and impact on people's daily
activities and well being.

The good news is that the accompanying graphs show
substantial declines in all of the pollutants over the
monitoring period. In fact, the level has been so low for
some pollutants that their monitoring has been suspended
in the Valley. These include lead and sulfates, which were
suspended in 1995 after some years of near zero (lead)
or zero levels (sulfates). Sulfur dioxide monitoring was
suspended in the West Valley in 1990, and recent East
Valley levels of sulfur dioxide register at an annual average
of 0.01 parts per hundred million (pphm) compared with

a federal standard at 3 pphm.
