Course Description:

Students will be given a range of assignments throughout the semester that focus on current trends in the illustration market. Concept and style will be the main objective. Students will learn to provide clear and concise ideas, revisions, and meet deadlines, all of which are vital in becoming a professional illustrator. The class will also discuss the business side of illustration including contracts, agents, freelance and in-house opportunities.

Art Department goals addressed in this course:

Basic Skills: Developing a foundation of art knowledge, theories, skills, craftmanship and technologies, where ideas and concepts are communicated in writing, speaking and art making.

Art Knowledge: Broadening knowledge of contemporary illustration and to develop an understanding of art within theoretical, cultural, and historical contexts.

Critical Thinking: Analyzing, interpreting, and questioning traditional methologies and pre-conceived notions of art and art making through the process of generating and solving problems.

Interdisciplinary Connections: Exploring and engaging in interdisciplinary forms of art making.

Collaboration: Encouraging both individual and collaborative art experiences among students, faculty, and community.

Professional Preparation: Developing career paths for various art professions and an understanding of the demands and expectations of those areas. 

Course student learning outcomes:

Recognize and apply practical and theoretical concepts in creating portfolio quality illustrations.

Acquire knowledge of and apply the elements and principles of design and illustration.

Utilize illustration knowledge, theory and skills to the creation of art by inventive personal vision and process.

Acquire knowledge of contemporary and historical art and illustration movements.

Demonstrate knowledge of fundamental illustration concepts and techniques for self-expression and effective visial communication.
