Instructions for paper

Fall 2010
The paper should be 5-10 pages in length. It should be typed, double spaced in 12pt font with 1 inch margins.  The paper should be written as if it would be presented to the minister of finance or some similar government official of a developing country. You can pick any country designated as low income or middle income by the World Bank. It should both evaluate the record of growth in the past and make recommendations for future economic development keeping in mind both potential costs and benefits.

You can use resources from the internet (See pages xx –xxi in your text book) or other sources. (There is a bibliography at the end of the book that may be helpful.) Make sure you have cited the work of others. You should use the guidelines given at http://www.csun.edu/~vcecn007/Econ_Policy.html for your citations. 

 All University rules and regulations concerning academic dishonesty will be strictly enforced. In this class, students who submit papers that include EVEN ONE SENTENCE or phrase taken from the work of others which is not placed in quotation marks and properly cited will receive an F IN THIS CLASS (not just in the assignment, but the class) and be reported to the University. 

Your paper should contain five clearly defined sections

1. An introduction in which you explain why you have chosen this country to work on.

2. Basic facts. This section should include the location, and general information on the government, population, social conditions etc that are relevant to growth.
3. Discussion of the record of growth of your country for past ten years. This should include information on gdp, gdp percapita, (must be presented as graphs) life expectancy, infant mortality, education, trade etc. (either graphs or tables). (You must include source.) However, all information that you include in tables or graphs must be discussed in the body of the paper. 

4. Evaluation of growth experience. What factors are responsible for the country’s success or lack of success? You should discuss the role of government, outside agencies or anything else relevant in promoting or hindering growth.

5. Future recommendations. What would you advise this government to do in order to promote growth in the future? Be sure to include a discussion of costs as well as benefits.
      A draft of sections 1-3 is due  Oct 21  and is worth 30 points. I will deduct 10 points for each class period the draft is late. The completed paper is due in class on Dec 2 and is worth 70 points.   I will not accept late papers without a valid and verifiable excuse.
