8. GeoJournal Plenary Lecture on "Citizens as 
sensors: The world of volunteered geography" 
By Michael F. Goodchild (3607). Organized and 
chaired by Daniel Z. Sui of Texas A&M, this session 
is the inaugural GeoJournal Plenary lecture 
devoted to discussing the recent trends in 
geography to a broad audience by leading 
geographers. Reception immediately follows the 
lecture.  
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9. Internet GIS, Virtual Globes, and related 
Cartographic Research (4605) is scheduled on 
Wednesday, 3/25/09, from 5:20 PM ‐ 7:00 PM in 
Grande Ballroom H, Riviera Hotel, 1st Floor. This 
event is organized and chaired by our 2008 CSG 
chair Ming‐Hsiang Tsou of San Diego State 
University. Internet GIS and virtual globes have the 
potential to significantly alter how maps and other 
cartographic artifacts are designed, generated, 
distributed, and interacted with. Such innovative 
tools as Google Earth, Virtual Earth, or ArcGIS 
Explorer point toward new research directions and 
new mapping challenges for cartographers. This 



session will address the impact of these new 
applications and tools on cartographic research 
and the challenges involved in providing effective 
Internet‐based map design. There is a potential to 
introduce novel visualization methods, develop 
new cartographic skills, and possibly a need for 
new paradigms in dealing with such issues as 
abstraction and map projection.  
 
10. Mapping the Census I: Visualization & 
Computation (2128) is scheduled on Monday, 
3/23/09, from 8:00 AM ‐ 9:40 AM in Capri 116, 
Riviera Hotel, 1st Floor. Organizers for pats I and II 
are Ningcan Xiao of Ohio State University and 
Kevin Hawley of the U.S. Bureau of the Census. The 
census has become a major data source for a 
variety of analyses and decision processes that 
have significant geographic components. Here, we 
use the term "mapping" to capture the essence of 
using census data: the spatial aspect of census 
data that has provided an enormous opportunity 
for geographers and researchers from many 
disciplines. We welcome papers that examine the 
census from perspectives such as cartography and 
visualization, spatial analysis and modeling, 
qualitative urban studies, and uncertainty.  
 
11. Mapping the Census II: Delineation & 
Interpolation (2228) is scheduled on Monday, 
3/23/09, from 10:10 AM ‐ 11:50 AM in Capri 116, 
Riviera Hotel, 1st Floor.  
 
12. Neogeographers meet Paleogeographers 
(3259) is scheduled on Tuesday, 3/24/09, from 
10:10 AM ‐ 11:50 AM in North Hall N120, Las Vegas 
Convention Center and is organized by Renee 
Sieber of McGill University. The Geoweb has 
revolutionized digital cartography and GIScience. 
The revolutionaries are neogeographers. 
According to Turner (2006), "Neogeography is 
about people using and creating their own maps, 
on their own terms and by combining elements of 
an existing toolset". Toolsets involve 
user‐generated geospatial content (aka 
volunteered geographic information): geotagged 
Flickr photographs, Google Maps Mashups, Open 
Street maps, and loopt. It's more than software or 
Internet apps, "The geoaware Web isn't a product 
we buy; it's an environment we colonize" (Udall 
2005). Neogeography is posited as antithetical to 

traditional geography. To neos, GIScience appears 
fixated on data accuracy, vetting and 
documentation. Critical GIS makes dire 
pronouncements for geospatial gadgetry. 
Neogeographers call for flexible and playful 
artistic engagement with place (a "dissident 
cartographic aesthetic", {Holmes 2006}). Birthed in 
wikipedia ideologies of egalitarianism and disdain 
for expertise, they believe in "radical openness" 
(Udall 2005). GIScience is seen as a closed (and, 
coincidentally, insufficiently computational) 
enterprise, relying on clubbiness and on 
proprietary software. With this characterization, 
can neo and paleo ever be reconciled? Panelists 
come from both camps, and will consider four 
questions. 1. What is the landscape of neo and 
UGGC and what do they reveal about the 
Geoweb's deeper socio‐political implications? 2. 
What can each camp offer the other and what 
barriers impede communication? 3. What role 
does expertise hold in colonizing the Geoweb? 4. 
If neo is the current thing then what is post‐neo? 
Panelists will seek linkages among paleo, neo, and 
geo.

The 
volume of available geographic data in various 
domains has increased dramatically due to the 
growing sophistication and ubiquity of geospatial 
technologies. Due to the size and complexity, 
effective analysis and use of these data demand 
innovative analytical approaches. Spatial data 
mining addresses this issue by focusing on the 
discovery, interpretation, and presentation of 
information embedded in very large and complex 
geographic data sets. This session includes 
research contributions in the theory, design, 
implementation, and application of data mining 
and exploratory data analysis techniques to spatial 
and spatio‐temporal data.

Map  
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The University Consortium for Geographic 
Information Science (UCGIS) hosted a Specialist 

Meeting on 
developing an 
“Ontology for The 
National Map” on 
behalf of the U.S. 

Geological Survey (USGS). The meeting was held 
at the Doubletree Hotel, Washington, D.C., on 
Feb3‐4, 2009, immediately prior to the UCGIS 
Winter Assembly at the same hotel on 
Feb.5‐6,2009.  The vision of the 21st century 
topographic map: http://nationalmap.gov/. The 
National Map is a collaborative effort to improve 
and deliver topographic information for the 
nation. The goal of The National Map is to become 
the nation’s source for trusted, nationally 
consistent, integrated and current topographic 
information available online for a broad‐range of 
uses. It consists of 8 data layers: transportation, 
structures, orthographic imagery, hydrography, 
land cover, geographic names, boundaries, and 
elevation. The goal of developing an ontology is to 
be able to address the geographic footprint of a 
specific feature across all 8 data layers and 
examine its attributes and the parts and relations 
of the feature to its surrounding geography and 
other features. Some of the challenges in 
developing an ontology for The National Map are: 
Design of a topographic feature ontology;
