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Zora knows her place in this world. Even when she moved from Jacksonville, she writes that she is “a little colored girl” (415). Yet, she only feels this when she is around people who are white. “He is so pale with his whiteness then and I am so colored” (417). Throughout the story, she describes her feelings of being a colored person, and how they are segregated from the whites, even when the come into their town. Even with all such things going on, she still feels the same no matter what. Coloring her or not, she still lives life as is at times when she feels she “[has] no race” (417). Yet, the world she lived was still discriminating her because of her race.

 I have felt this type of discrimination, especially when it comes to junior high school when everyone picks on you because of your race or skin color. How unfortunate for such things to go on in this world. Even when things still look grim in such ways, I have figured out that I should just be who I am and be proud of it as Zora was in her story. In the end, we are all the same, as Zora describes it with her being a “brown bag” (417). We are all paper bags, just different colored paper bags. The only thing is, people just tend to choose their paper bags based on their favorite color. If someone’s favorite color is red, then their likely choice of paper bag would be red. It is the same in our society back then and today. If someone is a race everyone likes, they will go to them rather than one of another race. Yet, none of these people realize that the other races are just as good as the ones they have come to know and love.
