Course Objective

This course compliments the Geology 101 lecture course; you should be able to apply the concepts learned in the lecture class to the lab exercises.  Topics covered within this lab will include: the geologic timescale, rock and mineral identification, plate tectonics, topographic maps, natural resources, and natural hazards.

Course Requirements

This is a hybrid lab class; this means that some labs will be online (Moodle).  You must have access to a computer and the internet, and you must check Moodle and your email regularly for updates and communications regarding this class.  Attendance is mandatory for the in class labs; you will not be able to make up a lab.

Grading

Your grade in this class will be based off of the quality of your completed lab assignments, quizzes, attendance, participation, and lab midterm and final.

Labs (50 points each):  You are responsible for reading through each lab prior to class.  There will be one or two labs per class (see lab schedule below).  The in class labs will be due at the end of each class.  If you miss labs you are likely to fail this course.  If there are 2 labs on the same day, they count as one lab grade.  Many of the labs are on Moodle, these labs will be due at your regular class time.    Moodle labs will be available beginning no later than the Friday before the class it is due.  There are no make-ups for missed labs (in class or on Moodle); however, your lowest lab will be dropped.

Quizzes (10 points each):  All quizzes will be on Moodle and need to be completed prior to class.    They will be available beginning no later than the Friday before the class it is due.  Prepare for the quizzes by reading the lab before starting the quiz.  You will be allotted 20 minutes for each quiz, and you have 2 attempts.  Each quiz will be closed at start of class.  There are no make-ups on quizzes; however, your lowest quiz will be dropped.

Final and Midterm (100 points each):  The midterm and final will be a cumulative test on topics covered in this lab.  Remember, lab finals are the week BEFORE finals week.
