Course Description

In this course we will learn about and discuss the major regions of the world, their basic human and physical geographic characteristics, and the important cultural, social, political and environmental processes that have given shape to and continue to affect lives and livelihoods in these places today.  This course, therefore, has a number of objectives: to familiarize you with these areas of the world and to cultivate an understanding of important geographic processes at work, such as globalization, migration, the distribution of resources, environmental change and environmental degradation.  Beyond this, however, the course will teach students to think critically as geographers.  This means being able to interpret and understand places as social and cultural constructions.

Grading and Requirements

Students are expected to complete the readings prior to class and participate actively in the discussions.  Grades are based on the following assignments and exams as follows:

Grades will be awarded based on a curve in which approximately 15% of students receive an A/A-, 30% B+/B/B-, 35% C+/C/C-, 10%D, 10%F.  The actual curve will vary depending on natural breaks in final point distribution.  Please note well:  all exams will contain a mix of questions based on lectures and readings.  Students MUST do the assigned readings and come prepared to discuss and ask questions about them in class.  If they do not, they can expect the curve to contain a commensurately higher percentage of Ds and Fs.  
Also please note:  Exams will begin promptly at the start of class, and students will not be allowed to make up exams if they miss them due to lateness.  Make-ups are only allowed if students acquire the instructor’s consent before the day of the exam.  (If you have an emergency/illness on the day of an exam, email or call the instructor that very day.)

Intended Outcomes

Students will be able to define and explain key terms of interest to geographers such as place, region, world systems theory, urban primacy and orientalism.  In addition, students will become familiar with disciplinary concepts and terms related to the production and dissemination of geographic knowledge through written texts (academic articles and book chapters).  

Assessment/Evaluation tool: Class discussions, unit exams and final exams.

Goal B: Acquiring Knowledge: Students will develop skills for acquiring new knowledge. 

Students will gain skill in reading and interpreting academic media such as articles and book chapters.  They will learn how to apply these skills to a variety of media dealing with various concepts..

Assessment/Evaluation tool: Class readings and discussions, unit exams and final exam.

Goal C: Problem Solving Skills: Students will demonstrate their problem solving skills. 

Students will apply what they have learned through textual analysis to cultural products.  

Assessment/Evaluation tool: unit exams, final exam.

Goal D: Communicating Knowledge: Students in this course will be able to communicate ideas by using words, numbers, maps and other graphic devices. 

Students will effectively communicate ideas and opinions using textual, graphic or cartographic communication.
