Brain growth periods should be taken advantage of, incorporating lots of new information when brain growth is at its strongest.

Levels of children’s learning capabilities (from socio-cultural and cognitive development research) should be identified and instruction as well as curriculum needs to match and challenge the child’s brain capacities.

Gender differences must be accounted for with stronger development periods being identified and more challenging curriculum and appropriate subject matter being presented.

Extra steps must be taken to promote the unique abilities of each sex. 

Teachers must do a good job of demonstrating the relevance of all subjects to both sexes.

Parents should portray non-stereotyped gender roles to their children.

Teachers must encourage girls to take more active roles and boys to assume passive roles equally.

Both sexes must be exposed to curriculum appropriate for their unique abilities when these abilities are most prominent…timing is everything!
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
