1. For EACH query, print:Assemble in the order “Q1 design, Q1 result; Q2 design, Q2 result; Q3 design, Q3 result” 

a. query Design View first (see next page), IMMEDIATELY followed by - 
b. query result of the above design view (see next page).
2. Required formats for outputs:
a. Query design views: screen print - follow tips in “3”   【ONLY qry design is screen print】
b. Tables, and query results: use Access Print (“File”-“Print”) – not screen print;
c. Data table relationship: use the Access “Relationship report” feature to print.
3. Tips for printing (print screen) query Design View: 【Again: ONLY qry design view is screen print】Under-stand purpose of doing so

a. move/resize the query screen – PURPOSE: the portions containing useful info are close to one another, and not-needed blank space is not included; then 
b. use snipping tool to select the above area (the area with “useful data” only) – PURPOSE: only necessary portion (relatively small) will be selected;
c. paste the selected area on Word, properly annotate the graph, and print the Word doc – PURPOSE: small area pasted to the whole page in Word to achieve larger font for reading/marking.
· All query design view must display relevant expressions (formulas) IN ENTIRETY; -2 if not.Check the above requirements before submission

1. OR query (2 points): Find all Cabernet Sauvignon, or those products from France. 
List: Label, Type, Country.

Data table used: Red Wines [Hint: The OR connects criteria in same field or different fields?]

2. AND, OR; wildcard (4 points): Find restaurants whose annual revenue is higher than $500,000, all are located in Miami or Orlando, and (with the previous criteria) the type of service is “table service ” or “table & take-out” (consider wildcard here). 

Data table used: Restaurants table in Restaurants database. [Watch out: (1) AND/OR combination; (2) cri connected with AND or OR; are they w/in same field or in different fields]

3. JOIN Query (3 points): Find US red wines (Label, Type, Country) of purchase price $20 or higher, with the company’s website.
Data table used: You should be able to determine. [Examine tables first!!]

4. Calculated field query (3 points): Find US Sauvignon Blanc (Label, Type, Country), and gross profit (calculated field) for each item selected. [You all know how to calculate gross profit]
Data table used: White Wines
