Problems:

1 (3 points). Total Query, involving TWO tables: 
Find the average SquareFootage, as well as the number of restaurants, for those franchisees (display last name) whose Homecity (so display Homecity too) are NOT in Miami or Orlando (neither one); list the results according to the average square footage (format the square footage field to integer), high to low.
Print: Design view; query output (2 prints this question).


2 (3 points). Grouped report: 
Create a report that displays the franchisees’ last names, and the restaurants they own (ID), restaurants’ cities, annual sales, group by franchisees, also showing the average for sales. Sort by annual sales, high to low. 
Formatting: Adjust the column position and width properly; Give the report the title “Restaurant Report by Franchisee, your last name” (replace “your last name” with YOUR last name).
Print: Report. (1 print this question)


3 (4 points). Report based on a query: (2 prints in this question)

a) Create the query first and print the design view (design view ONLY; no output data needed):
Display the following fields: Franchisee’s last name, restaurant ID, city, annual sales per square foot (calculated field!), for those restaurants in Miami or Orlando or Northridge, with sales per square foot $300 or higher.
Sort the outputs by sales per square foot. Format the sales per square foot to one decimal place.
Save the query with the name “Three-City-Query”.

b) Then create the report based on the “Three-City-Query”.
Put your name as part of the report’s title: “Restaurant Report based on Three-City Query, your last name”.
Print: Report. (1 print in Part b)
