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General note: use ALL lowercase for your file names – web pages, graphics, etc.

Basic Description of the Project

Using Microsoft Word/Netscape Composer or HTML (or any tools of your choice), create a personal web site, with the following three pages:

I. Home page (filename: index – use this filename EXACTLY - lowercase!): 

1. MUST have your full name appearing in a conspicuous place on your home page with a brief welcome message;

2. must have a short introduction of the course IS 312 using a numbered list – (1) what is it about, (2) what do you think is an information system, (3) what is the value of learning about information systems for a business major – ALL IN YOUR OWN WORDS (i.e., please do NOT simply copy from our textbook);

3. at least one graphic file (whatever picture that you deem fits to appear on your home page);

4. any other general information you want to provide to the visitors of your web;

5. must have navigation links pointing to the other pages of your Web site (“Bio” and “Favorite”, as described below); 

6. must include your e-mail as one of the links in the above “5”, at which a surfer can click and write e-mails to you [you will know your email link works when your computer tries to activate an email program].

II. Bio page (filename: bio  - use this filename EXACTLY - lowercase!): 

1. two to four paragraphs (can be more) about yourself; 

2. must have links to things/places named in the bio page (embedded in the text) – schools you attended, cities you lived, companies you worked at, things you like (that you mention in your bio);

3. at least one graphic file (such as picture of yourself, or your living/working environment,  etc); ideally this would be one that is different from “3” on your home page, but it could be the same if you cannot find another one that is appropriate.

III. Favorite Links page (filename: favorite  - use this filename EXACTLY! - lowercase!):  

1. MUST have a table to put all the links, logos, and descriptions (see below). Format the table and its contents appropriately. (“2” and “3” below have at least 5 links in total).

2. must have a total of five (5) or more sites about these categories: travel, music, humor, science/nature, history, culture, politics, reference, good deals, … (that might interest your audience);

· for all the five links: 

- download the logo or some other identifying graphics from the site and put the logo on your Favorite page (right-click the graphic and then choose Copy from the shortcut menu. Then right-click at the cell of the table where you want the graph to appear and Paste the graph);

- record the site's URL (web address) and put it beside the logo/graphic mentioned above;

- write down a short, clear, informative description of that site.

- (in brief: you need three things for each site - logo/graphic, URL, short description)

A three-point guidelines for your Web site:

1. Your Web site must use at least three different font types and formats (color, size, style, etc.). Use them appropriately.

2. Use the same background and other formatting/style as your home page (same style, but do not have to be of same color). Include the same navigation links as your home page, so that every page of your site has a consistent look for the navigation component.

3. Plan your tables so the surfers do not need to scroll horizontally (horizontal scroll is a “no-no” in Web design.

 Important: You MUST publish your Web site to your account on CSUN Web.

 *** Submit:

· A printout of all three pages of your Web – the home page, the bio page, and the favorite page – from Web (meaning: you must NOT open your “web” from your disk and print it; instead, go to your URL and print out the pages from your PUBLISHED Web);

· The URL of your Web (such as www.csun.edu/~xyz12345) must appear on the pages, printed (hand-written URL is NOT acceptable);

· Staple the printouts in the order of home-bio-favorite (3 points penalty if out of order).

Most Important Grading criteria:

1. Functioning menu of links to other pages in your web (every page must be linked to the other two)

2. Consistency among web pages, especially the navigation (position, style, size, etc)

3. Five links to other Internet sites
4. Clear and well-formatted narrative descriptions of the links
5. General site design – layout, aesthetics, etc.

6. *** Web site published to your CSUN account.

The following are three main phases for this homework, together with the corresponding tutorials:

A. Create your localweb on your computer (see “Tutorial 1”)

B. Create the public_html folder on your CSUN account (see “Tutorial 2”)

C. Publish (transfer) your Web to CSUN Web server (see “Tutorial 2”)
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
