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GROUP PROJECT

As a group of promising IS consultants, you are to conduct a database development project, in groups of four, to assist a business function of a real business.
DELIVERABLES

The final package should contain a functioning Microsoft Access database application and a project report.  The report must include:

1. A requirements specification document including: (a) an executive summary, (b) background of the case (business location, activities, contact person), (c) a description of the business problem being addressed, and (d) a statement of the project scope and objectives.
2. Selectively present at least two business rules that are relevant to your data model, with arguments supporting the logic and wording of the rules, as well as the indication of what part of the ERD (in “3” below) the rule will be applied.
3. A data model including: (a) an ERD, (b) a relational data model, and (c) normalization.
4. Selectively present at least four queries, that are the most sophisticated, that ideally include GROUP BY and subqueries:

· State the queries in English;

· Provide the SQL codes of the queries;

· Provide the data outputs of the queries;

· (in the above order).
5. A simple user’s manual – please be specific.
6. Your completed MS Access database application file, in a CD-ROM.  
7. Other recommendations.
8. Appendix:  Attach at least two actual documents (invoice/input, report/output, etc.) that you have used for your requirements specification and data modeling.
COMMENTS

· The business under study should be a real one.  
· You don’t have to analyze all business functions and design an integrated database system for the whole organization.  Focus instead on one business function and study it thoroughly.
· The data model should include from five to eight entity types. 
SUBMITTING YOUR PROJECT
· For each individual student, download and complete the Team Evaluation Form from the class web.  Submit the form in class on the Project Due Date.  Each form must be in its own sealed letter or legal sized envelope.  
Please note that the Team Evaluation Form is an essential component of this project and must be submitted on time in order for the individual student to receive any credit on the project. 
Feedback from team members will be used in evaluating an individual student’s contribution to the group.  If the average peer evaluation of an individual student is below 85%, then the grade of that student on the project will be reduced proportionately.
