Description:

 

The University of California, Merced is the tenth campus of the UC system and the first American research university built in the 21st century. 

The University of California, Merced is the tenth campus of the UC system and the first American research university built in the 21st century. The University of California is creating a dynamic new university campus and campus community in Merced, California. Located at the gateway to Yosemite National Park in the Central Valley of California, the tenth campus of the University of California system is the first new UC campus to be developed in 40 years. UC Merced currently has three Schools--in Engineering, Natural Sciences, and Social Sciences, Humanities, and Arts. The campus is structuring many of its research and graduate educational activities around research institutes composed of faculty from multiple disciplines. As a campus dedicated to high level instruction, UC Merced will emphasize a variety of student centered learning strategies. The campus is establishing an innovative learning environment through affiliations with partners in higher education, with research laboratories such as Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory, with the National Park Service and with industry. When fully developed, the main campus will extend from the valley toward the Sierra Nevada foothills on over 900 acres. In addition, the university will share in the development of a 1200 acre fully planned community adjacent to the campus. UC Merced opened in the Fall of 2005 with initial enrollment of approximately 1000 students. The fully developed campus is planned for 25,000 FTE students. Under the direction of the Vice Chancellor for Administration, this individual will administer UC Merced’s environmental health and safety programs. In coordination with faculty, staff, and students, the Director of Environmental Health and Safety will direct the development and implementation of the University’s physical risk management, loss prevention, safety and environmental regulatory compliance programs. The major areas of responsibility within EH&S include: general health and safety, risk management, industrial hygiene, radiation safety, biosafety, select agent management, stormwater and air emission compliance programs, chemical safety, controlled substances management, fire and life safety, and hazardous waste management. 

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 
*Provides leadership and direction in physical risk assessment, loss control, and regulatory compliance. 
*Establishes and implements short- and long-range organizational goals, objectives, strategic plans, policies, and operating procedures; monitors and evaluates programmatic and operational effectiveness, and effects changes required for improvement. 
*Plans and develops strategies for a comprehensive physical risk management program that includes appropriate performance records. 
*Designs, establishes, and maintains an organizational structure and staffing to effectively accomplish the organization's goals and objectives; recruits, employs, trains, supervises, and evaluates unit staff. 
*Develops and manages annual budgets for the organization and performs periodic cost and productivity analyses. 
*Coordinates the University’s compliance with stormwater and air emission regulations.
*Advises the University administration and Campus Police Department on appropriate risk management policies, procedures, and issues of campus safety. 
*Coordinates safety programs which promote a safe and healthy work place. These programs include, but are not limited to: general (IIPP, ergonomics, and food sanitation), laboratory (radiation, laser, chemical, and biological), and trade (lockout/tagout, confined space, heat stress, hot work), safety. 
*Coordinates the University’s chemical, radioactive, biological, and Universal waste programs.
*Keeps abreast of pending regulatory developments through reference sources; obtains insight on legislative agendas at state and federal levels. 
*Recommends, participates in the development of, and establishes the University policies and procedures; serves as an advisor to the University planning and policy-making committees on risk management issues. 
*Represents the organization and the University to various institutional constituencies, as well as externally to corporations, funding agencies, government agencies, and other colleges and universities, as appropriate. 
*Coordinates and/or participates in University committees related to worker health and safety and research compliance, such as the: Safety Committee, Laboratory Safety Committee, Radiation Safety Committee, Emergency Response Team, Animal Care and Use Committee, and Institutional Review Board.
*Coordinates and conducts safety and environmental trainings for faculty, staff, and students.
*Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned. 



 

Qualifications:

 

The successful candidate will have a minimum of a Bachelor’s degree and eight years experience in environmental health and safety with progressive responsibility. An advanced degree and/or a certification in industrial hygiene and experience working at a research university preferred. Experience in designing and implementing training programs, risk management, regulatory compliance and chemical, biological, laser and radiation safety is important. The candidate must be able to demonstrate proficiency in physical and human resource planning and coordination. Strong writing, editing, and project management skills are required.
