JOB DESCRIPTION: The Environmental Specialist - Field Biologist position is housed in the Prado Field Station with duties that focus on Prado but could take the incumbent anywhere in the watershed of the Santa Ana River. Specific duties derive from natural resources management, monitoring, and reporting activities. Because of OCWD partnerships in the watershed, the Field Biologist will work closely with East Valley, Inland Empire West, Riverside-Corona and San Jacinto Basin Resource Conservation Districts on wildlife monitoring, invasive plant species removal, and habitat restoration. 

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBLITIES: Conduct and help coordinate the Brown-headed Cowbird trapping program. Conduct biological monitoring, management, and surveys for listed species under state and federal permits. Conduct aquatic surveys as needed. Conduct mammalian, avian, herpetological, and plant surveys as needed. Assist with ecological restoration projects. Assist with native fish recovery program. Assist with native plant nursery. Monitor permit requirements on all assigned OCWD projects. Assist with compiling data for mitigation reports. Develop reports and maps. Develop monitoring, management, and study result for assigned OCWD projects. Collect, analyze and assess biological and ecological data. Plan and implement actions for restoration of fish and wildlife resources and their habitats under various ecosystem-based authorities. Perform other related duties as requested by Director of Wetland Operations. QUALIFICATIONS: Successful completion of a Master’s Degree or equivalent in a course of study at an accredited college or university in one of the following: biology, botany, ecology, environmental science or related field; OR related field experience. Must possess current California driver’s license and have reliable vehicle for use on dirt roads. Must be able to obtain any necessary permit(s) or be able to be placed on an existing permit required by U S Fish & Wildlife Service or California Department of Fish & Game for monitoring of fish and/or wildlife. Must have good working knowledge of Excel, Word and PowerPoint programs. Must be able to work in the field with minimal supervision. Must be able to communicate effectively with landowners, contractors and agency personnel and write strong coherent reports summarizing work results. Must be able to work weekends as needed; Must be able to work with others on a team; Ability to follow written and oral directions. Ability to hike in uneven terrain for long distances. Must enjoy working outdoors.
