Experience:     Two years of experience in the development and the implementation or coordination of accident prevention, environmental health or hazardous materials control programs.
SPECIAL NOTES: 1. Requires wearing a negative pressure respirator. 2. Employment is subject to medical clearance which meets pertinent provisions of the General Industry Safety Orders of the California Code of Regulations regarding protective equipment when exposed to hazardous materials including, but not limited to, asbestos or lead. 3. Employees in the class of Environmental Health and Safety Officer are subject to call at any hour.   
Notes:   A valid California Driver License and the use of an automobile will be required at the time of appointment.  Business mileage will be reimbursed.  Candidates enrolled in the final semester or quarter leading to a Bachelor's degree may compete in the examination; however, their names will be withheld from the eligibility list until the degree has been conferred.
