A. Major Revisions

1. Information on other CSU Campuses regarding their current status on the assessment of campus climate was added.

2. Three recommendations were added.  

a) A campus-wide survey for students, staff, and faculty was recommended with a full-blown campus climate survey. Based on the information on other CSU campuses, the climate survey should be conducted by the EEC in partnership with the Office of Institutional Research.

b) It was also recommend that the campus climate should be monitored on a regular basis (i.e., every three to four years).

c) Continued efforts to enhance the campus climate were addressed, as well.

B. Major discussions regarding the report during the meeting

1. Justified CSUN need campus climate survey for student, staff, and faculty.

2. SK raised an issue that Survey Monkey may not be an optimal medium to collect the campus climate data due to its limited capability. A need for seeking out more professional platforms was discussed.    

3. SG suggested that the campus climate survey should be advertised at various campus workshops and on the sundial.
