The following are key recommendations from the previous assessment cycle focused on program’s learning objectives. Those strategies have been integrated into this past academic year.

1.
Based on indirect assessment results, we have made a number of changes to the program that we implemented over the past year, including:
a.
Revamped of the Technology Bootcamp. Rather than have six-hour in person technology bootcamp in the summer before the start of the program, we are now going to require all incoming students to complete a 12 sequenced module on Microsoft Excel or demonstrate proficiency in Excel by passing the Microsoft Excel certification.


b.
Revamped the Accounting Bootcamp. To better prepare incoming students to the Accounting Bootcamp in the summer, we required incoming students to complete a 6-hour online-modules on financial accounting, as well as take an online financial accounting assessment prior to the start of the Accounting Bootcamp.


c.
Replaced the CPA Review Course. Based on feedback from faculty and students, we decided to switch a vendor for the CPA Review Course to better prepare our students to pass the CPA exam upon completion of the program.

To encourage active student’s participation, we integrated discussion board post after discussing the case in class.

3.
To better prepare the students to pass the CPA exam, we integrated more multiple-choice questions similar to the CPA examination questions that were reviewed in class.

To advance students’ data analytics skills, we incorporated the data analytics visualization newer tools within IDEA in the audit courses.
