Research allows one to explore and discover new ideas about a topic that otherwise may not be considered. Because your topic must be approved by me, you are required to submit a research proposal. In your research proposal, you should consider the following:
An overview of your selected topic.
--introduce your topic

--define it if necessary 
Why you think this topic is worthy of research ?

--is there a problem people should be aware of?

--is this an important topic most people are oblivious to?

--why should readers care about this topic? 

What is a controversial issue in this topic? 
--Which side of the controversy will you take?

--What will your thesis be?

--What will your opposition say?
How you will present this topic?
--is there a historical perspective to review?

--what are current conditions/trends? 

--what will be the primary focus if your topic is broad?
Where will the majority of your research information come from?

*periodicals? *specialized books? *internet sources? *catalogs?

*magazines? *documentaries? *interviews?

What do you hope to learn and inform your readers of? (subject to change as research develops)

Include any other information you think is relevant to justify your topic choice. You may   expand one of your shorter essays, or take another angle on one of the topics we've already covered. Recent events in the news can be covered, and there is a myriad of online resources available at this time.
