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Purpose of the Course:

To familiar students with the managerial decision making process by (1) exploring various data classification & allocation techniques for providing information to internal and external users (2) discussing alternative methods of measuring contribution to the organization and evaluating the impacts of various cost behaviors, classifications, and allocations in rendering short and long range managerial decisions, (3) discussing various types of relevant accounting data for planning, control & decision making, (4) understanding the preparation and application of budgeting in making managerial decisions.

General Learning Objectives:
----------------------------

Develop logical thinking and problem solving skills by solving appropriate problems and cases and by focusing on how to develop and weigh alternative courses of action in decision situations. 

Learn the application of mathematical and logical reasoning and techniques to solve managerial accounting problems, even in those cases that information is presented in an unfamiliar format, or the information seems partial or incomplete.

Enhance communication skills by analyzing and presenting problems and cases.
