Directions:

-Have all students brainstorm on what the social skill or intelligent behavior “looks like” “sounds like” or “feels like” – in this case ATTENTIVE LISTENING.
-Then count off groups of three and assign roles to each person.  A) prepares to tell a story about an upcoming event they plan to attend or enjoy;  B) will do the OPPOSITE of attentive listening;  C) will observe and then report out what behaviors the group members displayed.  

- When persons A are ready, tell students they have a minute but only conduct the storytelling for 45 seconds.  Longer than that is P\painful to watch!!
