Attendance: You may be dropped from the class after 2 absences.  You are responsible to get the homework and notes from the days that you are absent.

Math Department Drop Policy:  It is you responsibility to drop if you decide not to finish the course. If you stop attending and do not drop, and I do not exclude you, your name will appear on the grade roster at the end of the semester and there will be no choice but to assign a Fail grade. So be sure to officially drop if you do not intend to finish the course.

Cheating:  ZERO TOLERANCE CHEATING POLICY: Cheating in this class is defined as knowingly or unknowingly participating in the submission of unoriginal work for any assignment, quiz, or test. Quizzes: Quiz questions will be very similar to your homework. If you are keeping up with the homework the quizzes will be no problem. 

Exams: There will be four tests during the semester and a final. Missed tests cannot be made up.
Final:  The final will be a comprehensive exam. 
Note: Work must be shown on all quizzes/tests and homework assignments.
