Mapping your u:drive in OS X on a Macintosh

Under the Go menu on the Blue Apple menu bar at the top of the display, choose Connect to Server.
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In the Connect to Server window, type in the location of the account that you wish to map.  The correct format for the path is smb://udrive.csun.edu/account.  Then click the Connect button.
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In the Authentication window, leave the Workgroup/Domain box blank.  Type in your campus Username and Password in the boxes indicated.  The click the OK button.
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The icon for your u:drive will appear on your desktop.  Double click it open to see its contents.  The u:drive can be used to create a public directory for web pages, to store data files, or, in some cases, to share files among users.  Please see **** for more details on u:drive usage.
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
